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LIMITS TO NUMBER OF STUDENTS:

In the June Newsletter we advised that we
were introducing strict guidelines for the
number of Mentees that a Mentor may have
in any one Submission period starting from
period 33. These are set as:

The maximum number of students is 50
per mentor, per submission period,

there is a maximum of 5 students, per
submission period, if a Mentor is
declaring themselves as the student’s

“Senior Manager”.

We have now agreed on the penalties to be

applied for non-compliance.

For all cases where the total number of
students (both first time submission and
resubmissions) exceeds the stated limits a
mentor WILL BE SUSPENDED for at least

the next submission period.

In cases of significant or wilful breach
we will suspend a mentor for at least the

next 2 submission periods.

These limits will be subject to review.
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ADDITIONAL RESOURCES FOR
MENTORS:

We are pleased to advise that we are
working with our technical team to add the
Resources section to the front page of the
mentoring site so that all Mentors and

Mentees can readily access this
information.
We are also looking into creating a

“dashboard” area for Mentors with specific
information and guidance.

This will allow “breaking News” to be
issued to all Registered Mentors very
quickly and securely. This is especially
important as we are aware that some
servers will not accept bcc mailings with
attachments.
